Did you know? 


A military veteran is a person who has served on active duty for over 180 days or was discharged for a service-connected disability. 





The term "special disabled veteran" means a veteran who is entitled to compensation (or who but for the receipt of military retired pay would be entitled to compensation) under laws administered by the Secretary for a disability (i) rated at 30 percent or more, or has a serious employment handicap; or a person who was discharged or released from active duty because of service-connected disability. 





The term "other eligible" means the spouse of any person who died of a service-connected disability, the spouse of a veteran who died while a disability so evaluated was in existence, the spouse of a veteran who have a total disability permanent in nature (100% disability) resulting from a service connected disability, or the spouse of any member of the Armed Forces serving on active duty who is listed as missing in action, captured in line of duty by a hostile force, or forcibly detained or interned in the line of duty by a foreign government or power. 





The term "veteran of the Vietnam era" means an eligible veteran any part of whose active military, naval, or air service was during the Vietnam era (August 4, 1964 through May 8, 1975; or serve in the Republic of Vietnam or Southeast Asian countries neighboring the Republic of Vietnam, or the waters adjacent to the Republic of Vietnam during the period from February 28, 1961 to August 5, 1964.





The term "disabled veteran" means a veteran who is entitled to compensation (or who but for the receipt of military retired pay would be entitled to
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compensation) or a person who was discharged or released from active duty because of a service-connected disability. 





The term "Other veteran" means a person who on active duty for a period of more than 180 days and was discharged, or released there from, with other than a dishonorable discharge; was discharged or released from active duty because of a service-connected disability; or as a member of a reserve component under an order to active duty, served on 


active duty during a period of war or in a campaign or expedition for which a campaign badge is authorized and was discharged or released from such duty with other than a dishonorable discharge.





Fixes to Application Problems


It is now possible, in both Mediated and Self Registration, to select the correct county in the surrounding states. When you click on the County drop down, Kentucky counties are listed first in alphabetical order. The counties in the surrounding states follow, also in alphabetical order by state name. Before assigning the county make sure you have the correct state, doing this will help insure that searches by county will be accurate.
